What You Need to Know About Brain Tumors  
 

The National Cancer Institute (NCI) booklet (NIH Publication No. 09-1558) 

is about tumors that begin in the brain (primary brain tumors ). Each year 

in the United States, more than 35,000 people are told they have a tumor that 

started in the brain. 

This booklet tells about diagnosis, treatment, and supportive care. Learning 

about medical care for brain tumors can help you take an active part in 

making choices about your care. 

This booklet has lists of questions that you may want to ask your doctor. 

Many people find it helpful to take a list of questions to a doctor visit. To 

help remember what your doctor says, you can take notes or ask whether you 

may use a tape recorder. You may also want to have a family member or 

friend go with you when you talk with the doctor--to take notes, ask 

questions, or just listen.

This booklet is only about primary brain tumors. Cancer that spreads to the brain from 
another part of the body is different from a primary brain tumor. 
 
Lung cancer, breast cancer, kidney cancer, melanoma, and other types of cancer com-
monly spread to the brain. When this happens, the tumors are called metastatic brain tu-
mors. 
 
People with metastatic brain tumors have different treatment options. Treatment depends 
mainly on where the cancer started. Instead of this booklet, you may want to read the NCI 
factsheet Metastatic Cancer.

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Angiochemõs ANG1005 demonstrates safety and 

efficacy in Phase 1/2 brain cancer studies

a clinical-stage biotechnology company developing drugs that are uniquely 

capable of crossing the blood-brain barrier to treat brain diseases, announced 

today that its lead drug candidate, ANG1005, has demonstrated a favorable 

safety and efficacy profile in more than 100 patients with brain cancer from 

two separate Phase 1 /2 clinical studies in patients with progressive gliomas, 

including recurrent glioblastoma, and in patients with progressive brain 

metastases 

 

In the recently completed Phase 1/2 brain metastases clinical trial, greater 

than 70% of patients receiving therapeutic doses experienced disease control 

(stable disease or better) with more than half of them showing clear 

reduction in tumor size. Furthermore, 78% of patients with taxane resistant 

tumors showed responses, indicating ANG1005 has the potential to be effective against resistant tumors. Of 

significance, therapeutic doses of ANG1005 were present in patient brain tumor samples, indicating that the drug 

successfully crosses the blood-brain barrier (BBB) and concentrates in the tumor, without showing central nervous 

system (CNS) toxicity or immunogenicity. Similar trends in patient responses have been observed to-date in the on-

going Phase 1/2 recurrent glioblastoma clinical trial with approximately 65% of patients experiencing disease control. 

 

ANG1005 is a novel, next-generation taxane derivative, targeting the LRP pathway to cross the blood-brain barrier 

and reach therapeutic concentrations in the brain. The drug was created with Angiochemôs Engineered Peptide 

Compound (EPiC) platform technology.   

 

ñWe are excited by our positive results to date with ANG1005, which strongly validate our platform technology in 

humans,ò commented Jean-Paul Castaigne, MD, MBA, President and CEO of Angiochem.  ñThrough our peptide-

based platform technology, called EPiC, Angiochem creates new chemical entities that can cross the human blood-

brain barrier to reach therapeutic concentration in the brain. By harnessing naturally-occurring receptors at the surface 

of the BBB, our EPiC drugs have the potential to treat a variety of CNS diseases, including neurodegenerative and 

metabolic diseases, brain cancer, psychiatric disorders and many others.ò
